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CONTRIBUTION OF NORTH-EASTERN COUNCIL IN

THE SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF NORTH-EASTERN
REGION OF INDIA-A DISCUSSION

INTRODUCTION :

North-Eastern Region of India is an
underdeveloped region in respect of industrial
development. This region is also known for its
peculiar physical, economic and socio-cultural
characteristics. The region is having full potentialities
for the development of a number of industrial units
(both large and small) based on its abundant no’turgl
resources. But due fo lack of proper attention, this
region could not flourish with its resources. The
region is composed of seven siate§ viz. Assam,
Arunachal Pradesh, Meghalaya, Manipur Mizoram,
Nagaland and Tripura. All these seven states are

populary known as seven sisters.

AIMS AND OBJECTIVES OF NEC:

The main objectives of NEC are as follows:-

1. To take up matters of common interest of
the states of North-Eastern Region and
those between states and the union
government.

2. To work as a regional and planning body, to
take up proposals for projects ofa
regional character.

3. To make an all round effort for bringing
socio-economic development of the entire
North-Eastern Region.

4. To remove regional imbalance and
inequalities through balanced regional
development.

5. To promote co-operation, co-ordination and
integration among the constituent states by
giving advice, and

6. To supplement the effort of the

constituent units for the development of
adequate infrastructural facilities.

FORMATION OF NEC :
The NEC is formed by taking chief Ministers
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and Governors of all the seven states of North-

~ Eastern Region. It is headed by a Chairman who is
" nominated by the President of our country.

FUNCTIONING OF NEC : |

The NEC performs a number of functions.
Some of the important functions are discussed

below:-

1. FUNCTIONS RELATING TO
INDUSTRIES _AND AGRICULTURE :

The NEC played a vital role in setting up of some
mini cement plants in the states of Manipur,
Nagaland and ‘Arunachal Pradesh. A good
number of cottage and small scale industries
have been developed in North-Eastern Region
under the initiation of NEC. In the animal husbandry
sector-25 project at a cost of Rs. 14.46 crores, in

the fisheries sector-projects of Rs. 4.75 crores and-

in agriculture sector 37 schemes at a cost of Rs. 2
crores are at present undertaken by NEC covering
seven states of North-Eastern Region. With the
initiation of NEC again the state of Assam has been
benefited with the establishment of Bokajan cement
industry, the cancer institute and forensic research
laboratory at Guwahati. |

2. Functions_Relating to Power Generation :

The NEC has been planning and Promoting
integrated development of power in the North.
Eastern Region in order fo  meet the increased
demand for power. The North-Eastern Electric
Power Corporation (NEEPCO) was established
in 1976, under the initiation of NEC for utilising
huge power potential. The Kapili Hydro Electric
Project is the result of NEC's initiation The
installed capacity of KHEP s 150 MWt The

corporation has taken up another three projects viz.,

Ranganadi Hydel Project (450 MW) in Arunachal
Pradesh, D'oycmg Project (75 MW) in Nagaland and
Kathalguri Themal (GasBased) project (291 MW)

in Assam. In 1990, Baramura Gas Thermal Unit
(6.5 MW) was successfuly commissioned in Tripura
by NEC. The Council is also assisting in many such
schemes in the states of Meghalaya, Mizoram,
Nagaland and Assam.

3. Funtions Relationg to Transport and
Cmmunication :

The NEC has given topmost priority on the
programmes for removal of the inadequacy of
transport and communication. During the 5" and
6" plan, nearby 5,872 kms. of roads were
approved by council for its improvement and
construction. Till the end of March, 1990, the
NEC had spent nearly Rs. 467 crores on the
construction of roads and bridges. Within the
seventh plan itself, the NEC has got completed
road of the total length of 1124 km. Almost all
’rhe roads in the North-Eastern Region have been
financed by the NEC. The second bridge over
the mighty river Brahmaputra at Kaliabhomora
was fully financed by the NEC at a cost of Rs. 90
crores. Similarly the third bridge-Jogighopa-
Pacharatna was partially financed by the NEC.
The fourth bridge over Brahmaputra at Bogibeel
near Dibrugarh has also been partially financed
by NEC. The council has prepared a Master Plan
for road development upto 2000 A.D. and has

forwa’rded the proposal before planning
commission for its approval.

4.Functions Relating to Manpower

Development :

In the field of manpower development the
!\lEC has promoted and founded a number of
important regional institutions [ike Regional Medical
Col.lege (at Imphal), the North-Eastern Regional
Institute of Science and Technology (in tanagar) the

.on communication, health services, power, flood
control etc. for the economic development of this
region. 2 B

The NEC in its 40th meeting held in Aizawal
in January, 1997 envisaged an outlay of Rs.
4848 crore for the Ninth Plan. The meeting also
resolved fo reconstitute the NEC to make it more
effective and powerful for the development of
the North-Eastern Region:specially the most
backward hilly region.

'DEFECTS OF NEC FUNCTIONING :

"1..';‘P'rése'ntly the role played by the NEC
and its performance has been severally criticised
by the people. It is criticised that the NEC has

fdiled to bring about regional balance in the
‘states for which it is formed. It is true that all
“decisions in the matter of policies, projects and
" funding are taken by the state governments

collectively in the NEC. But the ultimate decsion
is to'be carried out by the NEC: itself.

2.1t is also criticised that NEC is improperly

implementing all the projects even in the

presence of monitoring mechanism with the
NEC. The problems at implementation stage
relate to procedural delays, delay in release of
funds, poor performance, by contractors, poor
monitoring schemes by the state governments
etc.

3. The availabilities of sufficient funds is
increasingly becoming a serious problem. There
is also the problem of proper utilisation of funds
too. Sometimes it is found that some projects
have been held up only because of improper
utilisation of funds.

REMEDIES OF THE DEFECTS :

1. In order to overcome these problems
efficiency of implementing agencies has to be raised
at any costs. The procedural delays have to be

- follow-up measures at right time will go a long way
-to improve the efficiency of administration and

implementation of the projects. :

2. The NEC has been experiencing acut
shortage of trained administrative staff and
technical talent within the region. This fear can

be removed only by systemadtic training of local.
people in agricultural and industrial fields and

by reducing dependence on other part of the

“country. .

3. The NEC should try to its level best to
co-ordinate the state plans and the plans of
central ministries effectively and should go for
extra impetus in development projects and
programmes of this region. B

4. The council should try to develop proper
under standing between constituent states and
the centre in order to maintain security and pyblic
order with proper co-operation from the state
agencies like Intelligence, Bureau..

5. Last but riot the least the NEC should try
to improve the poor performance of various
projects  which are irhplemenfed in the recent
years in all the North-Eastern States. ..

CONCLUSION :»~

From the above discussion it is now more
or less clear that the NEC can play a very
significant role in the socio-economic
devélopment of the entire North-Eastern' Region.
Inspite of a number of internal and external
problems, the council can do much for the
progress and prosperity of this zone. The hypothesis
which was fixed at the earlier part of the study does
not hold good although the functioning pattern of
the council has been criticised in many grounds by
the experts. If the councikcan take the right action
at the right time and in right direction, the region
will remain o more under developed by the turn of
this century and beyond.

Alaser beam, on the other hand, is composed
of photons that are. of identical energy and are
exactly in phase with one another. This happens

.because the atoms of this source are all brought to
“the same energy state and subsequently become

de-energized in a regular sequence of emission:s.
But these are two phenomena that occur with q
laser that need to be briefly explained.

.- The first is that the life of an excited atomic
state is not always short. The active atoms in the
laser have orbits in which the electrons can remain
for several thousands of second before reverting fo
their basic state. These excited states that have an
especially long life are called metastable.

The second phenomenon is that of stimulated
emission. An atom in-a metastabler state does not
remain uneffected if a photon passing close to it is
of the same kind that the atom would emit if j
reverted of its basic state. The atom is immediately
de-energized and the photon it emits is added to
the first. In this way, they can both proceed together
perfectly in step.
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How, it works
In its original version, a laser consists of a rod.
of ruby, a crystal made up of aluminium, oxygen
and chromium which is a few centimetres |or39 with
completely flat ends. A lamp capable of producing
a very intense flash of light is placed by the crystal.
when struck by this flash the chromium atoms in
the ruby are excited and brought to a meta-stable
state, thus creating the conditions for the laser effect.

The process begins as soon as dand atom is

‘ spom‘oﬁeouslyl de-energized, so producing a
photon.This photon then moves among the excited
atoms, destabilizing them and starting a cascade
of stimulated emissions that constantly add to the

flow of photons. A light pulse is produced that.

penetrates the crystal in a few ten-billions of a
second, but it is as yet not very intense because a

single passage through the crystal de-energized only

a minute fraction of the chromium atoms.

This difficulty is remedied by an arrangement
oftwo mirrors, one of them semi-transparent, placed
at each end of the crystal. In‘this way some of the
departing photons are reflected back and re-enter
the crystal, so stimulating fresh emissions that
are still in phase with the preceding ones. In a
matter of a few ten thousands of a second, the
crystal is de-energized . and its. energy
concentrated in a brief, intensive pulse of light
-emitted by the laser through the semi-transparent

vastly in medical science,

mirror. To increase the power of the pulse the

~ crystal has to be discharged more rapidly.

Because of this, the more powerful types of laser

~have a special ultra-rapid shutter placed

between the mirrors. At this point the shutter
opens and the crystal releases its full energy in a
giant pulse lasting several billionths at a second
that can attain magnitudes: of billions of watts.

This is a a simple descriptionof a solid-
state laser. There are many other types of laser,
in which the source consists of a gas, a liquid
etc. They are capable of far more powerful
emissions. A laser beam has the property of
propagating itself spreading, unlike ordinary
light and so produces a straight line of light.
Laser can accordingly be used for controlling
the alignment at structures like tunnels and oil

‘pipelines, to measure pollution, for extending

All
these apportunistic infections eithersingly or in
combination can lead to the condition referred to
as full blown AIDS.

DO PEOPLE WITH HIV HAVE AIDS 2

ltis often thought that all people carrying HIV
have AIDS. This is not the case.HIV can remain
dormant in the body for several years before some
unknown factor triggers the infections associated
with AIDS. In some people, especially children, AIDS

~ can develop within months after infection by HIV.

For adults the incubatiion period is variable. It can
be as long as sex to ten years and this figure will
probably need to be revised upwards as we learn
more about the disease. During this period most
infected people remain well and appear healthy. It
is still not known whether all of them will eventually
become ill. The chances are that most will develop
AIDS. What is important to remember is that
although seropositve people (people with HIv)
remain healthy. For many years, during this period
they carry HIV in their bodies and can transmit it to
others through the exchange of body fluids such as
semen and blood.

WHAT- IS AIDS ¢

Often referred to as full blown AIDS, Acquired
Immune Deficiency Syndrome is a terminal illness
coused by HIV in which the virus destroys a persons
ability fo fight disease leaving him or her vulnergble
to a wide range of infections and cancers. As iis
name implies, it is not a single disease. Rather, AIDS
is a combination of apportunistic infections which
in most cases lead fo death. Opportunistic infections
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are those which find it easy fo invade the body when
its immune system is damaged.

WHAT IS THE CURRENT GLOBAL SITUATION

OF HIV/AIDS ¢

By June 1999, the World Health Organistion
(WHO) had been notified of 22,18,894 cumulative
cases of AIDS in in 175 countries. More than half
are already dead. This comparesto 11, 71, 802
cumulative cases three years earlier, an increase of
about 50 percent. However, because of under

EDUCATION-A MEANS TO SOCIAL CHANGE.

" An ideal society, enlightened and tolerant, free
from all discrimination and dehumanizing evils was
the dream cherised by the founding fathers of our

nation. But today communalism, injustice, poverty
and other social evils have become the order of the

day. People find it really difﬁculf’r? livg areal human
Iier But f?ow can we change this situation and fenable
each member of this Indian society fo live a life that

is worthy living? One might feel among other things,

proper education as a key to change.

Ofthe many means proposed fo bring about a
social revolution in the Indian society, the moral
regeneration aided by education seems to have
a greater scope. Only an education which calls
for commitment to moral values can freg our
society from its unjust structures that exploit and
dehumanize its members. Hence the need of ]‘he
hour is fo emphasise the imporfance of education

and see it implemented.

1. WHAT IS EDUCATION ?

It is that basic formation that creates capable
and enlightened individuals who will naiyrally
give rise to an enlightened and folerant society. It
is not mere literacy. In this sense education may
be defined as the life-oriented and need-based
formation, léading to an integral devlopment an'd
maturing of various dimensions of one's
personality, which contribute to the ger.1erc.:l
betterment of our society. John Descochers, in his
book EDUCATION FOR SOCIAL CHANGE ,
considers educatioin as essantially a three fold
process:-

(i) Imparting of information and knowledge.

(ii) Development of skills to earn one's
livelihood and solve problems of day-to-day life,
and

(ii) Cultivation of attitudes and values.

communicatioin of knowledge, skills and values as
well as the formation of leaders endowed with these
qualities.

The educational system of a country, therefore,
should be designed to meet the needs of people, 1o
cure their social ills and to achieve their godls.
Consequently education should not be limited to
formal learning alone but 16 the trainig of the
students in various fields, enabling them to be active
participants in the building up of a new society. This
would mean that students should have social
awareness within the frame work of education, where
they can study criticaly through group study, debates
elc.

2. EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM IN ASSAM-THE
NEED FOR A CHANGE :

We have seen what education means and what
an educational system should do. Here one might
ask to what extent the educational system in Assam
has succeded in attaining this ideal. It is debatable.
Regretably in our state still remains what Paulo Freire
describes as banking concept of education. Here the
education is considered as passing of knowledge by
the teachers. who considers themselves as
knowledgable to the studehts whom they considerto
be ignorant. The purpose of this education seems to
be training of*memory and spoon-feeding of
knowledge into the immature minds. Studenis are
not encouraged to question but to accept, not to
think but o take orders.Thus the students are not
helped to express themselves and develop their
potentialities. ,

This type of education cannot change our sociely |

without itself undergoing a change.ltis sad to notice
that any reform in the academic field js ineffective in
Assam because of a privileged few who use their
power to control the decisions and mainpulate the
whole issue to their advantage. So the structures of
inequality and exploitation are not destroyed but

of “Cation g life long proce
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replaced and revitalized in another form. The students
in Assam find themselves helpless against such
frustrating situations which relects itself in the violent
reactions in the student community. Thus the
educational system instead of promoting creativity,
enlightened thinking and tolerance turns them into
a discontented and violent lot.

3. EDUCATIONAL POLICT-NEW DIRECTIONS

Any educational reform to be effective must be
coupled with a simultaneous development in the socio
economic status of the people. If our education is to
succeed in attaining its goals its policies should be
developed along the following lines.

(i) FUTURE-ORIENTED EDUCATION

The goal of education must be the deve!opmept
of the individual and of the society. For this, a life
oriented and need-based carriculam must be
introduced in the educational insﬁ’rutions.O'nly an
education which combines thought with action can

So it is
necessary that our education must be oriented
towards these people so that they may be freed
from all bondages that choke, them and find.
Solutions to their everyday problems. Mahatma
Gandhi gave this as the criterion for discovering
the right course of action. He says that when we
are in doubt, we should recall the poorest and
the weakest man whom we have seen and ask
aurselves if the step we contemplate is going to
be of any use to him or whether this will restore
control over his own life and destiny. So this
application of criterion in the field of education
would mean that we should improve the lot of
the underprivileged. So our education should at
the service of the poor and the oppressed.

CONCLUSION

We have tried to see the paramount
importance of education, and have found the
educational system in our state as defective in
many fespects. As a solution to the ills of oyr
educational policies certain options have been
proposed. So from this short analysis it becomes
clear that education offers a viable alternative to
the present system, and it focusses on the integral
development of human persons. :

It is. interesting fo note that the fish incarnation is
also associated with a similar mythical story from
Sumerian and later Hebrew folk-lore. The Matsya
Purana says that the 'ras‘k‘of simplifying the Vedas

was given by Brahma, fo Veda Vyasa, who presented

them in the form of Puranas ( a popular
encyclopedia of ancient and medieval Hinduism).
The fish, tortoise and boar may have been
tribal totems taken over by Brahmanism. Leibert
states that "According to some scholars, the fish sign

Varahi. Two fishes fogether symbolise Ganga and
Yamuna, the two river goddesses.

Matsya--
Yugma or a pair of fishes, one of the eight auspicious
emblems, signifies fertility. In Buddhism and Jainism
Matsya-Yugma representes happiness.

The auspiciousness connected with a fish
probably leads itto be used on important occasions
like marrige in the coastal districts Bengal and
Orissa. Bengali who are a predominantly fish
consuming community, have a large fish sent to
the prospective bride, a day before the wedding and
along with this is also sent a fish shaped sweetmeat
called Sandesh.

In Uttar Pradesh, in a particular month of the

year ; a religious ceremony is originated where an
artificial fish pond is created in the courtyard of the
house.

Fish, therefore in more than just a passing
symbol in Indian folklore. It is a part of our living
hertitage.

NOBEL PRIZE | WORLDS MOST FAMAOUS AWARD

The most famous award in the world is Nobel
Prize. This prize is given out every year and was
orginated by Alfred Bernhard Nobel. He was the
orginator of the science of destructions. Alfred Nobel
invented dynamite, and made a large number of
fortune from this other explosives. He died in 1889.
This award (Nobel prize) was starfed in 1901. This

The selecting methods of Nobel Laureates :

1. Every year the respective cammittee send
individual solicitation to the thousands of university,
innumerous countries and fo the scientists efc, asking
them to propose candidates for the Nobel Prize for
the ensuing year. Those who seem to be efficient
are asked to send their bio-data, mentioning their
field of interest. Nominations are chosen in such a
way that as many countries and universities as
possible may take part.
