ENTREPRENEURSHIP DEVELOPMENT IN
THE NORTH-EASTERN REGION -

There is immense scope for developin
enterpreneurship in the NER of India. The NER
has favourable agro-climate condition for agro-
based industries. Such industry has in fact been the
trust area of the industrial policy of the states of
this regions. Theregions needs more entrepreneurs

for exploiting the emerging entrepreneurial oppor-
cunities and contributing to the growth of small

own policies. Assam announced its first industrial
policy in 1969. Its latest policy of 1997 aims at
encouraging the growth and promotion of all in-
dustries based on local resources and local envi-
ronment. Arunachal Pradesh Industrial Policy of
1994 indentified agro-based industries, industries
based on local resourdes including minerals, forest
produce, local demand and demand in the
neighbouring states and development of Handloom
and handicrafts and electronic industries as the trust
areas. Manipur Industrial Policy of 1990 has also
given emphasis on agro-based, industries, indus-
tries based onlocally available raw-materials in-
cluding minerals, manufacturing of products having
local demand, electronic industries and forest based
industries. Meghalaya industrial Policy of 1989
stressed on the promotion of resource based such
as minerals, forst, horticulture and agro-based,
power intensive, manufacturing of electronic and
consumer items. Mizoram Industrial Polj

cy of 1989,
Nagaland Industrial Pokicy 0f 1995 and Tripura

Industrial Policy of 1992 have also placed priority
on developmen_t of village and small industries
based on forest and mineral resources.

Besides, retired persons are taking
up entrepreneurial activities to keep themselves
physically fit and also to guide and help this children
to take up career in entrepreneurial activities.

CONSTRAINTS BEHIND
ENTREPRENEURSHIP
DEVELOPMENT :

There are many factors behind slow rate
of entrepreneurship development in the North-
Eastern Region. Geographical isolation,
infrastructure bottleneck to some extent problems
of finance, marketing, lack of entrepreneurship
friendly organisational climate, inadequacy power
supply, inadequancy of supply of highly motivated
entrepreneour are the major problems hindering the
growth & development of entrepreneurship in this
region. In addition to that extremists problem has
also caused hinderence to mofinate entrepreneyrs
in this region.

used in cross breeding with Oryza sativa (Phan)
to produce disease resistant rice. Conservation
of wild life also help in earning huge amount of
foreign exchange by the way of attracting
tourists.

Commonest causes if endangering the
survival of species are (1) habitant destruction,

environment pollution, (5) botanical a.nd
zoological collection, (6) natural calamities like
flood, drought, earthquake etc.

There are two main categories
conservation of genetic recources; in situ
conservation and ex situ conservation.

| as national organisations are dealing with

conservation of genetic resources. One such

international group is conservation of genetic

resources. Anothre such intrnational group is

consultative g1oup an international agricultral
research (CGIAR). This group has established a
network with several international research centres
dealing withimprovement of crop plants. In 1974,
CGIAR supported the establishment of international
research centres for genetic resources of plants

* which is known as international board for plant

genetic resources (IBPGR). Now it is known as
international plant genetic institute. Recently many
germplasm banks have also been established in
Europe and North America. Some countries like
China and USA have established research centres
for endangered speers. In India a large number of
institutions like upiversities, research centres involve
in conservation of genetic resources. An Indo-US
project on plant genetic resources was taken up in
1988 to established a national gene bank. India
also started several special projects for endangered
species like Tiger in 1973 with nine tiger reserves
located in different kinds of habitats in nine states.
Gir Lion Project (1972) in Saurashtra peninsula of
Guijarat; Crocodile breeding project (1975); Rhinos
conservation project. It is a centrally sposored
scheme “Conservation of Rhinos in Assam” was
introduced in 1987 and is continued for effective
and intensive management of Rhino habitats; snow-
leopard project. This is being taken to creat 12
snow leopard reserves throughout the Himalayas
and project elephant in 1992 for protection of
elephants. For conservation of wild plant and
animal species Biosphere reserve programe was
launched b UNESCO in 1971 which help situ
consérvation of genetic diversity. Kaziranga,
Sunderban, Great Nicober, Nilgiri, Gelf manner,
Nanda Devi, Nokrek etc. are some examples of
biosphere reserves of India. In India many botanical
gardens, zoos, natural monuments, sancturies also
help conservation of genetic resources. '

From the above discussion it is noted that
conservation of domesticated and wild living
species is only way for conservation of Genetic -

resources. So we should take necessary and urgent . |

steps for the conservation of all species of plant
animals, fungi and microganisms specially wild -

Competition among the banks have
increased so much particularly with the entry of
private and foreign banks, and the personal loans
segmant has become more transparent.
Interestingly some old borrowers have forgotten
that there was a time when they had to give bribes
to get loans, despite the required documents being
ready. Last three years aspirants for personal loans
have increased tremendoulsy. Banks on the other
hand are earning huge revenues through personal
loans. Public sector banks have entered the market
quite lately as they are very cautious in disbursing
personal loans. Due to the risk of non-recovery
the banks have to make anunderstanding with the
employers of the customers to deduct the monthly
instalment from the customers’ salary. The
borrowers should also be careful that their total
liability does not exceed more than 60 percent of
their take home salary.

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CARREER GUIDANCE AND COUNSELLING

When I passed my H.S., I was debating
on what to study. Geography was my favorite
subject but those days very féw colleges had it in
their curriculum. Options were very few. When
there was a proposal of setting up a career
Guidance and Counselling cell in our college I was
happy. I remember my problems in making a right
choice and wanted to help my students as the
educational scene is rapidly changing, as are the
curriculam in the last few years, making it important
to prepare the youth to face their future student life
is getting more and more complex and they have
to tackle many situations. They need expert help
and this can be given through Career Guidance and
Counselling, bothin school and in college. A large
number of students in colleges and universities have
problems in making adjustments to their new
environment. Insecurity, conflict, loneliness,
academic problems, sexual problems etc. create
emotional conflict among students. Students coming
from rural to urban society too, have adjustment
problem, making it even more necessary to help
them to ease their tension and anxieties. Guidance
and counselling plays a very fundamental role in
higher education. It has always been the aim of
teachers to help students towards a better future.
It has been seen that even in ancient Universities of
India like Taxila and Nalanda, the learned gurus
were helping students in making the right choice.
But in those days the number of students were less.
In today’s world where a wide range of courses
and different job opportunities are available and
there is cut-throat competition and complexities of
day-tol-day life it has become even more important
to help the students. Various attempts have been
made to set up such services in colleges since 1945
but the first full-time service was set up only in 1958
in Baroda University. This included students’
education and vocation and research-related
guidance. In 1961 Allahabad University, with
assistance from United States Educational

Foundation in India opened up a Career guidance
and counselling centre. The foundation collaborated
with UGC in this venture. Slowly other Universities
too started having such centres. The UGC in
consultation with the Ministry of Education has
recommended the opening of such cells in all
Colleges. It has become even more necessary under
the recent accreditation system (NAAC).

A guidance and counselling cell should help
students choose their course and also help in dealing
with emotional end psychological problems and is
a very important part of an institution. In USA it is
called Student Personal Service and it includes
placement, financial aid, academic and non-
academic help. They have a very effective and
efficient way of dealing with students. Guidance is
assistance provided by counselors to help an
individual to take a decision. Problems can be
solved at the very initial stage with proper help and
this in turn will play an important role in the welfare
ofthe society and, in turn, in the development of
the nation. The scope of Guidance & Counselling
is very vast and with the expanding of the education
system it has become almost impossible to make
the right choice without help and guidance. This
process can be started as soon as the students
come for admission in college by helping them in
selecting the options available. This can be done
by an information service or the admission cell.
Here teachers can help students in selecting the
right subject keeping in view placement. Such a

programme will, ofcourse, need a well equipped
staff.

Students life is getting more complex and
they have to tackle many situations, They need
expert help and this can be given through Guidance
& Counselling opened up in (schools &) colleges.
Guidnace & Counselling can be started as soon as
the students come for admission in colleges by
helping themin selecting the options available. This

Its
knowledges is essential for understanding of various
other subjects. Mathematics has two branches,
pure and applied.

The first thing
that needs to be addressed is the awarness leve]
of our people as for as AIDS is concerned. Unless
the people are made aware of the consequences
of the diseases, no effort will pay off. Second,
counselling through various voluntary and non-
governmental organisations be carried out onsafe
sex. The counselling has to be so strong that using
a condom for safe sex becomes a household
dictam. Third, people should owe some moral
alligiance and stay away from spreading the
diseases. But HIV test is something for which the
organisation has neither equipment nor training,
but at least we can remove the myth about the
spread of AIDS. We need AIDS education in the
school level among the teachers and students and
also to envolve further interventions for
implementing the scheme successfully in the school.
Moreover, peoples co-opertions also is needed
now. We will knock the door of National AIDS
control organisation (NACO) or any other
agencies for that matter who do not come forward
to helping us. If we do not fight the issue in the
interest of our society, we will soon be inviting
trouble. m C :
