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Human Development : Concept & Reality

The concept of growth and development have
their origin in biology.

Some recent writers have pointed out that
there is a semantic difficalty in the term development.
According to van Nieuwarhuijze, “-Development may
be an act, or a process, or an achieved condition.”
We may add that it may also be a goal i.e. a condition
to be acheived. Here development means human
resonces development. Human resouress are per-
haps most strategie and critical determinant of growth
and get its development has mot received the required
attention. Even though a country may possess abudent
physical recorces iit connot make rapid who are en-
terprising and have developed necessary skills and
attitudes. Humsn effort is required to mobilize, organise
and use these resources effectively and efficiently to-
wards the production of required goods and serdly
any natural and physical resourees, yet they have
achived tremendous economic growth. Japan is per-
haps the most notable example in this regard. On the
other hand, we have countries and states which have
large natural resources but have not been able to ex-
ploit them effectively and they continue to lag behind
in economic

development of some of the states, notwithstand-
ing their abundant material resources, has been very
slow while a few other states with for less natural en-
dowments have achieved remerkable progress. The

difference is primarily due to the human factor.The

#
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knowledge, skill, attitudes and the initiative of the
people can contribute greatly to-wards the economic
development of a reign,state or a country. And the
human resources development would involve upgrad-
ing these qualites of the people. The investment in
human resources has directly contributed to the €eco-
nomic develpment and growth by promoting knowl-
edge and application of science and technology to
production processes, by developing innovations and
research, by training the workers in different technical
skills and by building up the right type of attitudes
values and interests.

~ Human resources development is the key to
development in all sectors of the economy. The fact
that economically advanceed countries show signs
of ecologically imbalance, social levsion, alineation
of workers and distancee between man to man indi-
cates that in addition to the economic development,
the human resources development must be under-
taken for the detterment of the individual in :
the society. The recent emphasis on ¥
behavioural aspects and techniques reflects
the concern over counter productive
behaviours and decsease in motivation. The
phycologistid have identified the basic human
needs and the satisfaction which the employ-
ees get when these needs are met, They all
give the highest priority to the sense of fulfill-
ment among human aspirations with
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the economis advancement, These desire for self ful-
fillment rapidly rises. The strategy for the develop-
ment of human resources should take care of all these.
The human resources development in India
is faced with several problems. Important among them
are explained below.
1. Low priority : Low priority has been accorded to
the development of human resources in our plans.
Sectors like agriculture , industry etc have been given
top priority. We have been spending more and more
resources on their development of human resources
took place only after meeting financial needs of agri-
culture, industry, transport ect.
2. Lack of manpower planning : Because of poor
manpower planning, problems of unemployment has
been mounting in our country. Our human resources
remain unutilised and thus are wasted.
3. Regional imbalance : Human resources develop-
ment in India has been unbalanced. There are the
development of human resources in different regions
of the country. Some states have launched lot of hu-
man resources development programmes while in
rhany other states, such programmes are locking. The
disparity between the rural and the urban areas is most
e markfeted.
@ 4. Low rate of Return : Rate of return of in-
vestment on human resource development
is generally low. Therefore, private in vestors
do not take much interest in its development.
3. Rapid growth of populatin : In India, popu-
lation has been increasing rapidly. A poor
country, like India, finds it difficult to spare vast
resources for the development of such a large
population. We have limited financial re-
sources on the one hand and some other

priority sectors (like agriculture, industry etc) on the
other. The per capita benefits of these priority sectors
are expected to be higher than the per capita ben-
efits of human resource development.

6. Problem of brain-drain : By brain drain we mean
the large scale nigration of trained and skilled indi-
viduals to other developed countries.When these
technically trained personal do not find suitable jobs
in their own country,they find it more satisfying to work
in foreign countries which provide them much between
emplyoment opportunities. If we want to prevent fur-
ther brain drain from the country, we will have

to provide them with attractive employment opportu-

“nities.

In the process of economic growth, it is es-

sential to attach more importance to the accumulation
of physical capital. The growth of tengible capital in

th_e economy depends to a considerable extent on ©

the rate human capital formation. Thus human capital
formation must be given more
importance in the scheme of development, The key
to development is man -and that his abilities, values
and attitudes must be changed in order to accelerate
the process of development.

The importance of human capital in the Indian
Economy cav be judged from the following argument

1 Be@er use capital goods : Modem technology is
becoming more and more complex. With the growth

of science, machinary and equiprhent are becoming .

requires skill and-technical knawledge.
2. Better use of importsnt khowledge : knowledge
about production and Management of economics is

expanding at a very fast rate. The other development
countries are incereasingly adoptig.

3. Moderisation of attitudes : more important still hu-
man resources development is required to moderise
attitudes. Backward social system and primitive atti-
tudes and belief cannot go along with the growth.
Many of the tools and
techniques often advocated are those which
are relevant in the economically advanced countries.
It is necessary in our country, particularly in view of the
abundance of manpower made to develop this tech-
nology indigenonsly to suit our conditions. This will call
for patence and persevering efforts. We should con-
sider how much an effort can
be organised.
Development of the country depends very
much on the planning of man power.

1. The invesment should be made in these spheres
which are less developed. There should be the
expansion of consumer goods industries so that
prices can be controlled on the one hand and more
employment is areated on thg. other.

2. More invesment should be made in cottage and
small scale industries because they are very much

3. New techniques of production should be adopted
very slowly.

4. There should be the development of urban estates.
This type of development will provide more em-
ployment.

6. llliterar should be prohibited. lliterate person fail to
understand the significance of family planning and
thus growth of population makes a principal prob-
lem in the field of human development otherwise

Concepts in Gender Economics

“Sex” Versus “Gender” _
Sex is Biological term and gender refers to the
sex of the individual after socialization.Sex
refers to biological difference between men
and women. Gender is a social construct that
defines social relationship between men and
women, Women belong to the feminine gender
because during the process of growing up,
certain culturally constructed frminine traits are
inculcated into them, right from the birth.

Any form of dehumanisation
and degradation, violence and
injustice, terrorization and humiliation,
intimidation and threat, subordination
and discrimination is considered as
“OPPRESSION”", while “Exploitation”
has an economic connotation. In a
Marxian sense. it is an extraction of
“surplus labour” (that generates
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profit) over and above necessary labour that
an individual does for his/her subsistence.

Socialisation : :

Socialisation is defined as the‘ll:)rocess through
which the self acquires the rules, social recipes,
conceptions of appropriate conduct and
knowledge that allows them to act in their
socio-cultural-political world. It is a mechanism
of cultural transmission.Gender socialization
means the process by which the individual is
taught to internalize socially determined values
of appropriate masculine traits and feminine

traits.

Social Construction :

It is the process by which men and women are
moulded into the culture of the group and
thereby become accepted members of the
group/community/society and measure up to

their expectations.

Deconstruction and Reconstruction :

They are the analytical tools to examine
individuals unfolding capacity to complex
forms of behaviour and direct those capacities

to know ethos/values to create new
personalities. In gender economics
these analytical tools are used to bring
a change from “gender biased’ or
‘gender neutral’ attitude to ‘gender
aware’ and ‘gender sensitive’ attitude.

Patriarchy :

Partriarchy is an institution that
perpetuates male domination and
female subordination. It sustains

power relations that discriminate against girl

and women in the houscholds and in the
economy. It attributes ‘private’ realm to women
and "public’ domain to men. Pillars of patriarchy
are family, kinship network, state, religion and
media - PANCH MAHABHOOTA. In a
patriarchal society, the line of inheritance
passes from father to son known as
Patrilineage. The patriarchal order is Patrilocal
i.e. after marriage, the bride is expected to go
the groom's residence.

Matriarchy :

Matriarchal institutions are mother
centered. In this system, the line of inheritance
is from mother to daughter, known as
Matrilineage. After marriage, groom goes to
brides house termed as Matriloca].

Trends in Feminism :

Liberal Feminists:- Those who focus on the
constitutional guarantees of equal treatment of
men and women are known as liberal
feminists.

Marxist Feminsts:- Those who [ocate women'’s

subordination in a class contradictions are
known to be Marxist feminists

Radical Feminists consider ‘patriarchy’ as main
culprit for women’s woes.

Socialist Feminists belieye that women's

predicaments are determineq by the complex
interplay of class, caste,race, religion e.thnielity
with patriarchy Hence the need for

deconstructing patriarchy in a different socio-

cultural, geo-political and historical contexts.

. Psycho Analytical Feminists focus on
individual journeys of women to arrive at

\

mental make up and internalization of values
by the people concerned.

Post Modern Feminists contest
hegemony of meta theories and dominanat
discourses and bring to the fore the voice of
the subjugdated, oppressed and mariginalized.
They emphasise decentreing from the
mainstream.

Eco-Feminists believe that women’s role
in the subsistence economy is crucial for the
survival of the humankind.: Women have
symbiotic relationship with mother-nature. Male
dominated development models are violent
towards mothe'r earth and women.

Black Feminists-Race is the central reality for
the black feminists though they also challenge
the patriarchal/male domination.

Womanist-Womanism is a contribution
of Afro American feminists who believe that in
spite of barbaric experiences of slavery,
subjugation and horror the black culture/
celebrations have surveves due to women's
resilience. There is a need to promote this
celebrations/cultural legacies throust heritage
of oral histories, legend, grandmothers’ stories.

Gender Based Division of labour has
existed in all societies for thousands of years.
In India, it is based on the ideology of male
dominance, caste and social norms of purity
and pollution. It is also based upon the notion
that women are physically weaker than men
and dre

not suited for physically arduous taske.

Gender and the Process of Economic

The incorporation of subsistence
economies intc ‘modern’ market economies
has brought into question the traditional
gender-based division of labour as an
organizing prine¢iple in the rural and urban
sector because of the basic injustice it
perpetuates Women end up doing the least
skilled work and are underp‘aid or are expected
to contribute to survival needs of the family
without any corresponding benefits.Esther
Boserup in her pioneering work brought to
fore African women’s crucial contribution

~ towords food security and explained the
. political economy of polygamy in Africa that

allowed men to concentent and centralize
economic resources through unpaid and back.
Braking labour of women and children in the
subsistence economy tha did not have much
animal resources for cultivation of land.

Economic Basis and Functioning of
Patriarchy and Matrilineal societies structures
and systems '

Patriachy thrives on control of
women'’s sexuality, fertility and labour
for male hegemony over ecohomic
resources. Analytical tools provided by
Gender Economics (GE) are extreriely
useful to deal with the socio-economic

and legal issues concerning
marrige.Divorce,custody of children,

maintenance, property right of mother,
sister, daughter, fegally wedded
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wives and her child/children.Co-wives and
their children and the issues coneerning
adoption.GE has a special significance in the

subsistence economy, which uses the kinship
networks, institutions of polygamy and
polyandry for concentration and centralisation
of wealth and capital by either the patriarchs
or the matriarchs. Domestic animals, women
and children are the main assets in the
subsistence sector where collection of
fuel fodder water are important,components of
daily life over and above agrarian chores, live-
stock rearing and kitchen gardening.

GE has drawn heavily from all mainstream
disciplines and innumerable social movements
of the last three decades. GE provides insights
to examine budgets of Government
Organisations (GOs) and Non-Government
Organisation (NGOs) from the point of view,'
of gender justice. Priority areas being women
education,health and nutrition, skill
development,accounts, financial and
commercial viability, legal standing, asset and
corpus building.GE contextualises day to day
survival struggles of women in the family, in
the households, in the community and in the

A) Women being treated as male-child
producing mechine.Customary practices of
female infanticide and neglect and
abandonment of girl child.scientific
teehniques of sex determination tests used
for female foeticide,pre-conception
elimination of female embryo with the
help of sex-preselection techniques.

B) Population policies targeting women for
unsafe contraceptives and harmful
hormone based contraceptive researehes,
which violate bodily integrity and dignity
of married and unmarried girls and women.

C) Laws on prostitution penalising and
prosecuting women victims of
sexploitation running a parallel economy
of as much as 200 billion rupees.

D) Social boycott of unwed mothers,
[llegitimate children being stigmatised by
society and deprived of economic, social
and educational opportunities. They are
further marginalised in the economy,
which is undergoing massive structural
adjustments and instatility.Facilities like
identity card, ration card and other legal
documents which are a must for citizenship

rights are not provided to them.

Inference of A,B,C, and D can be
named as brothel model at economic
development which thrives on unpaid and
invisiblised labour of women, It
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perpetuates the vecious circle of child
marrige,child prostitution and child labour
(CP, CM, and CL). Super exploitation of
female headed household and domestic
workers get sanctity in this model. Women
have to shoulder this added burden along
with the burden of the vicious circle of
poverty,  over-population and
unemployment.

3. Control of women'’s labour :

A) Use of women in the economy for the
occupations which are extensions of
housework, i.e. 3 Cs (cooking, cleaning
and caring), only 6% of women are in the
organised sector which guarantees
protection of labour legislation and ERA
(Equal Remuneration Act). 94% of women
are in the informal sector which does not
guarantee job-security. regular income and
personal safety. ‘

B) Demonisation of highly qualified,
efficlency plus and career women Witch
hunting of intellectually independent and
verbally articulate women workers,

employees, technicians and decision-
makers.

C) Sexual harassment as an
Occupational hazard to crush the
confidence of women and keep ..
them in the state of perpetual
terrorisation, humiliation and
intimidation.

Inference of A, B and C can be
limited opportunities for women and
ghettoisation of women in non-

challenging, routinised and low-status
jobs known as “women
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prone industries in the official dicourse. Most
of the economic activities done by majority of
women are non-marketed and non-monetised
and reward for labour does not reflect the value
of their labour. In such a situation to gauge
economic worth of their work Time Use studies
are the most effective tools to identify their

opportunity costs.

Market, Mobility and Women

Globalisation induced mobility of women has

posed new problems for women in the labour

market.Hence, efforts at empowerment of
women by 550 feminist economists who are
functioning in 31 countries under the banner
of International Association of Feminist

Economics to provide DAWN (Development

Alternatives with Women) gain tremendous

importance in the contemporary

context.According to them, the most pressing
issue are as follows:

a) Economic profile of special needs
population-Female headed househeld
(Divoreced deserted, widowed, separated

» women) home based workers, women
work in the family enterprise, self
employed women, and women

entrepreneurs.

b) Analysis of nature of occupational
diversification among women,
industrial classification implications
of office automation,
computerisation, flexi-time, job-
sharing and part time work.

Effects of structural adjustment on
Market segmentation - segmented
actor market affects self employed

women directly when they want to buy
raw material and other services.
Segmented labour-market has direct
bearing on the daily grind of women
workers in the informal sector. Segmented
product market makes unorganised
women workers and women's collectives
without networking insecure and
vulnerable as sellers.

Economic basis of customary laws and
the family laws: When the customary laws
get codified.we must be vigilant about the
fact that women's interests are not
sacrified. Women's land rights and property
rights need special mention at the time of
codification of personal laws. Except for
Andhra Pradesh and the North Eastern
states, women have lost their customary
land rights due to Land Reform Act.

In mega development projects, which

displace the native Population, care must

be taken to see to it that women get

equal share in monetary compensation,
land-rights and right to shelter. The same
applies to the social and natural disaster
mangement programmes.

Political Economy of GET RICH QUICK
formula in the name of dowry, sati (widow
burning), Bhootali (witch hunting) for land
grab, house-grab or 1o deprive women of
their legitimate Property right should be
examined with @ consideration for
avoiding violence against women.

Women's Empowerment by Men Decision
Makers-In a situation where women's
agency is virtually non-existent, the
benevolent patriarch wedded to the cause

of Women's empoerment become project
coordinators. Guidelines for Utilisation of
Constituency Development Funds of
Menbers of Parliament and members of
Legislative Assembly and Area
Devefopment Fund of corporators for
women'’s education, employment, training
capacity building are drawn by Gender
economists.

Gender Bias in Theories of Value,
Distribution and Population has been a major
bone of contention.Neoclassical analysis based
on law of marginal utility in consumer analysis,
marginal cost in the produét pricing and
marginal productivity have come under severe
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scrutiny. In the area of home economics,
Nobel laureate Gary Backer's model of

"competing interests" in distribution of resources
in the households and

higher opprtunity cost of men as "bread
earner’ andwomen as home maker is criticired
by women's students scholass as sexist and
status quo-ist. Amartya Sen and Martha
Nassbaum have put forward a concept of
cooperative conflict in the theory of distribution.
Feminist Reading of Economic Laws : Marginal
Productivity Thery and Laws of Maximisation
form basis tenets of Gender Economics. The
feminists economists also believe in
engendering micro and macro economics.

Studies on womar: enfrepreneurship of industrially
less developed areas are very limited because of lack of
woman entrepreneurs in such areas. An entrepreneur is a
person who has an entreprising quality with an eye on
opportunities and an uncanny usion. Commercial acumen
and above all a person who is willing to take risks because
of the adveuturous spirit withing. Same holds good for
women also. The government of India has defined woman
entrepreneurs based on women participation in equity and
employment of a business enterprice. Accordingly a women
entrepreneur is defines as “ an enterprige owned and
controlled by a women having a minimum financial interest.

Majority of the women entrepreneurs were house
wives, prior to starting their enterprises, Therefore it is
concluding that house wives may be potential source of
entreprenership. Entrepreneurial mind set ip woman due
to socio-economic compulsions, hag gone into a state of
hibernation is induced and activated it cap bring about
balances and stable growth women have learnt

to be patient due to sustained subbordination to mep.

Development is a bilaterd phenomenon of giving
opportunity and taking opportunity. In case of development
of women entreprenerurship the just condition of giving
opportunity and taking opporfunity. In case of development
of women entrepreneurship the first condition of giving
opportunity is at a stage of near fulfillment and the other
condition of taking opportunity by the women to be entre
preneur is at a stage of take off. Society at large has not
only accepted the rate of women an entrepreneur but it has
created an atmosphere conduceiye for development and
emergence of women entrepreneurship,

The government of India has been assigning

\

increasing importance to the development of women
entrepreneurs in the country in recent years. The
sixth foure year plan for example proposed for
promoting female employment in women owned
‘industries. The government moved a step for word
in the sixth foure year plan by including of
integration of women in development. As
integration of women in development is to treat
women as specific target groups in ail development
programmes, to provide assistance for marketing
their products and to involve women in decision
making process.

The problem faced by women entre
preveurs in the country emanate from a multitude
of sources and are manifold. Entrepreneurship 1s
nota “ bed of roses” to the woman. Their task
has became more tedious and full of challenges
since they have to encounier public prejudices
criticism. Women face certain problems not as an
entre preneur but as a woman. Therefor, when
compared to men the problem of women
entrepreneurs are more in number. They are socio-
personal problems, mouagerial problems,
production problems, managerial problems,
financial problems and problems of government
Assistance.

Socio-personal problems are most of the
women are facing the problems of wrong at‘ntude
of the society against them. In a male dommatej'd
society, women are encountered with [any SoeQ
personal problems like lack of farr_uly and
community support, male dominated society, lack
of education in for mation, economic backwm'dn§3s
and low risk bearing capacity. Secondly managerial
problems are in the form of lgck of knowledgle of
general management and experience, lack of Sk1¥led
labour absenteensim and labour turmover, lack of
clear cut objectives and transportation problem as
women. Thirdly production problem are inadequate

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availability of land plots and premises

problem of getting required inpeets, inadequte
technical support of production indentification and
machinery utilisation, lack of upgrading of
technology, Reseanch and development and quality
control, and poor inventory management.Fourthly
marketing problems means lack of knwledge of
how to market the product and whom to contact,
heavy competition with big enterprises,,
Exploitation by middleman and difficulties in
collection of dues, in adequate sales promotion
avenues and lack of export marketing support.
Fifthy financial problem are the problem of getting
loan and subsidy, insistence or collateral and margin
money requriement, time taken to process loan,
tightly repayment schedule, poor financial
management and maintenance of accounts And
sixth problems of government assistance.Red
tapism of various levels,advisory organisations
become exploitive and to dishonest, complicated
and time consuming proceduress for getting the
assistance and government policies are not
favourable.

So to widen and strengthen the base of
women entreprenership there are some special entre
preveurship development programmes for women
with a view to encourage women to enter industry.
1. Training programmes should develop

self-confidence, self-esteem, assertiv- (¥
eness, courage and risk for womepn
entrepreneurs.

2. Training programme should be designed
in such a manner that women
entrepreneurs can benefit out of their
strevgth and over come their
weaknesses.

3. The training programmes should provide
special assistance for selection of
produce/service so that womg
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entrepreneurs can be in a position to perceive
and respond to various profitable opportunities.

4. There is an urgent need to educate women for
taking up entrepreneurship and for stressing
benefits of entrepreneurs ship. This awareness
can be achieved through conferences, seminers,
training programmes, refreshers courses,
awarness camps and other related activities.

5. When women work outside their home, they face
problems of child care governmental
organization should make efforts to provide
facilities in the form of child care facilities. These
facilities should adjust timings, locations as per
the convenience of women entreprencurs.

6. Success stories of women entre prereurs from
varied backgrounds should be popularized
through text books of schools and colleges. All
possible media should be used to profit these
role models.

7. For economic security of women, it 1$ necessary
to develop cooperative credit secieties where
small amounts of money can be saved and used
for giving better financial resources to women.
This process would develop intended support
among its members.

8. Illiterate women gererally work 1s household
enterprises, They find it difficult to interact with
the outside environment because of lack of
courage and fear of failure.

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NATIONAL INTEGRATION : HISTORICAL ASPECTS

The history of National Integration of India
is of recent origin. There were only diversed
groups of people, big or small, based on language,
religion, race or caste in the geographical region
now known as India. Of course, during the rule of
a few kings like Chandragupa Maurya, Ashoka,
Samudragupta, Harsavardhana or Aurangzeb, a
vast area of modern India was under their sway,
but the spirit of nationalism among the people
living in these kingdoms did not grow. Their
empires were identified with the rules and with
their death, the empire collapsed. When the British
arrived and gradually established and expanded
their empire to cover the present India-Pakistan
sub- continent even then the spirit of nationalism
did not emerge. The reason was the political
division of the country into British India and the
princely states numbering over six hundred, big
or small. It was only when the fight for freedom
from the British rule began and gained
momentum, the idea of nationalism among the
people began to emerge. The common fight to
drive the British out led by Indian National
Congress under a galaxy of leaders like Bal
Gangadhar Tilak, Mahatma Gandhi, Jawaharlal
Nehru. Subhash Chandra Bose to name a few
may therefore be rightly called the binding force
to make the vast people {0 think in terms of one
Indian Nation despite their diverse languages,

castes, religions and races.

But while the struggle for independence
from the British rule was the binding force, a
mental attitude encompassing all who came to
India in the past, first as conquerors and then as
settlers was to be found prevailing in India since
the distant past. This outlook of cathoelicity and
tolerance led to the merger and mixing up of the
different bands of people from the Sakas, the
Hunas, the Greeks to the Mughals to make India
a grate nation in the years followed. This outlook
was based on the Hindu outlook of catholicity and
tolerance towards all. The saints and sages of
ancient India taught to respect others’ faiths,
respect the rivers as holy, love the matherland
more than the heaven. These techings gave birth
to a bond of togetherness and fellow-feelings
among the people living in far off places from
Gujrat to Assam and from Kanyakumari to
Kashmir.

But as mentioned above, despite
all these factors, integration of the whole (&
Icountry into one nation was not realised
until the arrival in India of the British who
in their own imperialistic interest turned a
spiritually united India into a single political
unit. On the other hand, with the spread
of western education many Indian
scholars gave new interpretation to Hindu
religion and spearheaded a reformation
movement against untodchability,
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casteism and such other social evils. Many
Indians competed for important jobns under the
British rule and proved that they were not behind
the Englishmen. Many Indians such as
Rabindranath Tagore and C. V. Raman, got
international recognition for their achievements.
This gave birth to a new sense of pride among
the people. The improvement of menas of
transport and communication contributed to the
spread of this national pride. This new sense of
pride soon overcame the barriers of religion, caste
and such other social barriers. The Indian National
Congress under Mahatma Gandhi and others,
transformed this new-found pride into a
nationalistic spirit throughout the length and
breadth of the country, never to be found in the
past. National integration thus reached its zenith
and the mighty British power cracked before this
might of Indian nationalism. Of course, because
of British policy of divide and rule, a section of the
people under the guidance of Muslim League were
successful in dividing the country on the basis of
two-nation theory. But India, as it remains, after

that partition did not give up that nationalistic spirit,
rather, it has become intense and deep in recent
years.

After attainment of independence
however, though the country saw development
in every sphere, widespread unemployment, lack
of development of equal basis among different
regions, over-anxiousness of some people to
impose Hindi on others, the widening of gap
between rich and poor, have kept a large number
of people unhappy and some of them even
frustrated. This has gradually led some people to
think in terms of race, region and caste. But
despite the growth of such feelings the spirit of
nationalism in India is deep and wide, as it revealed
for example, during the recent Kargil war, or does
so whenever India scores 3 victory in any
international sport-events. The long process of
national integration beginning from the freedom
movement has thus achieved its goal and Indian
Nationalism has come to stay, ang there is no

threat to it, despite occasional out-bursts here and
there. :

Henceforth, the rural educatjbnal
institutions should must undertake some urgent steps to improve the productive efficiency
and raise the standard of living of the people, Similarly, the state should come forward
to help poor students who can not afford to study professional courses in private
instituties. Generally the state plays a key role in the spread of literacy and growth of
education. Nevertheless the govt inslst the institution of higher education need to be
self-reliant. As a result, the environment of educational institution has changed into an
industrial environment. It is hampering the quality improvement in education. Side by

side one important issue is that institutions of higher education are not free from dierct

. or indirect indirect influence of political power. Increasing political influence in education

is quite for the future of the society. Above all, the current wave of liberalisation,
privatisation and globalisation perculate on very sector of our economy including higher
education. In this respect the state is an obstacle towards human liberty and freedom.
Thus, the rural institutions of higher education must be planned and conducted according
to the need of village community.

(iv) Such co-curricular activities should be provided as would result in the improvement
or village houses and village community. (v) Lectures, drammas, music etc should be

organised in otder to remove social evils.

At all, education should be the widest road leading to the solution of all -
our problems. The higher educational institution should have social mobilization \ .
like out-reach programme, awareness programme for the welfare of the society.
Of late, there are so many rural colleges which are not directly related to the
society. The practical scenario of such a higher educational institution of Dibrugarh
may be pointed out to draw a vivid picture of an rural area. Dibry College,
Dibrugarh is situated at Boiragimoth and established in 1963. But the surrounding
areas of the college are yet to be developed. The inhabitants of that “Pacca line”
(labour line) adjaceﬁt to Dibru College Campus clear their bowels by the side of
the approach road to the college and as a result of this area has become
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unhygenic and unpleasant and as such the people residing in this area and the
pedestrians have to face much inconvenience due to bad odour and area has become
unhygenic. The said people always create public nuisance as there are many unauthorised
country liquor shops inside the labour line. In this situation, the members of CHINTION
(NGO), shishu and Mahila KALyan Group, a socio cultural organisation persistently
informed to the district administrative machinary.But the administrative authority never
undertake any step for rapid social change. Thus the sole and most essential duty of
such institutions are to take some initiatives and responsibility for reorientation of

behaviour of the people and social progress by the help of education,

In this situation, the rural colleges can do a lot in the rural feconstruction. For the
programme of rural reconstruction, education of the massess in villages is absolutely
essential. Undoubtedly society and education are intimately related. Ip real sense, the
health, wealth and happiness of our country depend upon the Prosperity of village. So,
Robindranath Tagore and Mahatma Gandhi also gave particular attention to establishment
of comprehensive institutions for the rural people starting at the early childhood level

going upto the highest.
